The aim of the exhibition is to pay homage to Antonio Salieri,
along with the presentation of verified facts about his life and
death, as well as the presentation of a unique and little-known
collection of Salieri’s manuscripts, early prints and copies of his
compositions, which are kept by the Department of the History
of Music of the Moravian Museum in a collection from the
chateau in Namést nad Oslavou, the seat of the Haugwitz fa-
mily. The most precious exhibit is the autograph of Salieri’s Re-
quiem (Picciolo Requiem), which the composer wrote for
himself and dedicated to his close friend, Count Heinrich Wil-
helm Haugwitz (1770-1842) at the end of his life. The Depart-
ment of the History of Music / Moravian Museum also keeps
a letter of dedication to the Count, as well as other Salieri’s au-
tographs, e.g. Congratulatory Cantata (composed directly for
Count Haugwitz), together with a representative collection of
Salieri’s work in period copies and prints.

The highlight of the exhibition is the original Venus of Vésto-
nice, which we want to show from all sides this time. There-
fore, it is placed in a special holder so that it can stand upright,
and thanks to a mechanical table, it will rotate around its axis
in the safety display case. It will thus be easy to examine the
punction marks on the head, the shaping of the back, and per-
haps even the imprint of a child’s finger that has been preser-
ved on the back. The statuette, which is the largest and oldest
model of a female figure that we have found to date, is part of
a no less unique set of finds from the period of mammoth
hunters (Gravettian) from Dolni Véstonice I, making it one of
the most famous and richest archaeological sites in the world.

Therefore, as part of the exhibition, we will present the site it-
self, the history of its research, and the circumstances of the
discovery of the Venus. In the exhibition, we will show, after
a long time, fragments of other ceramic Venus figurines found
in Dolni Véstonice, as they demonstrate that the production
of these artistic objects had a certain tradition 30 000 years
ago; some fragments also show us what the missing part of the
Véstonice Venus might have looked like. We will also intro-
duce visitors to the results of the latest research on the Venus
of Véstonice, for which we used modern tomography. This al-
lowed us to look inside the figurine and examine what it was
made of, what method was used to shape it, and what its actual
condition is.
